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“A New Woman of God”
 My name is D’Andra Combs and I am 22 
years old. I was adopted when I was five years 
old and was raised in a Christian home. I 
started getting in trouble being a rebellious 
teenager and stopped going to school in the 
11th grade. I became like a party girl, getting 
into the “club scene” and a follower of the 
wrong crowd. I regret this so much! I found out 
I was pregnant in August of last year. I was a 
“wreck.” In December I found out about His 
Nesting Place through some family members. 
At first I was tempted to have an abortion 
because I didn’t want the responsibility of 
raising a baby and I had nowhere to go.

Before I came to His Nesting Place I was 
extremely depressed. I know that the staff took 
a risk by taking me in. I moved in January of this 
year. I have been able to keep my job as a 
receptionist for a home loan company. 

I have rededicated my life to the Lord since I’ve 
been here and I consider myself a new woman 
of God. My whole way of thinking has totally 
changed for the better. I’m learning to budget 
and I enjoy the staff relationships and church 
services here. I am working on getting my High 
School diploma.

“I’m The Happiest I’ve Ever
Been in My Entire Life!”

 I am Minnie Dunion and I am 25 years 
old. I moved into His Nesting Place last year in 
July. The lifestyle I lived before I came here 
was so twisted and confusing. I knew that if I 
didn’t get the help I needed I would lose 
everything, including my very life. I began 
smoking marijuana at the age of 13 and began 
using “meth” at age 15. I was never taken to 
church growing up. I tried everything I could 
think of to get delivered from drugs but to no 
avail so I bought the lie, “once an addict; always 
an addict.” I was living with an abusive 
boyfriend and was totally stressed out with my 
two sons. I had two abortions in my past and 
when I found out I was pregnant again I was 
thinking about what I would do. I did not want to 
have an abortion. I thank God that I met Pastor 
Robert Camou in Victorville, California, who not 
only led me to the Lord but also introduced me 
to His Nesting Place.

When I moved into His Nesting Place in July of 
2010 I found the support that I needed so much 
from the caring staff. They showed me the love 
and understanding that I needed.  For the first 
time since I was 15, I am drug free and I’m the 
happiest I’ve ever been in my entire life! I am so 

very thankful and blessed where I am! I have 
learned to forgive myself because the Lord has 
forgiven me and I’ve learned to forgive others 
as well. My beautiful baby girl, “Faith” was born 
on March 19th. 

I have been going to school now to get my 
GED. Although I am not sure what career or job 
I will get, I am taking one day at a time. I desire 
to be a good mother and to bring happiness to 
my children.
